A sampling of 2024's conference topics includes the critical role of autonomy in improving health equity for Indigenous communities, Indigenous-led and sponsored research, continuing medical education programming, subjects on improving health outcomes, student and resident mentoring programs, connecting traditional knowledge to enhanced health, and tribally led research.

ELIGIBILITY
The Association of American Indian Physicians will select AI/AN medical students, graduate students in healthcare-related fields, and undergraduates. Students are selected based on academic achievement, demonstrated interest in health sciences or biomedical research, leadership skills, and personal attributes. The AAIP Annual Meeting travel scholarship covers airfare, lodging, and conference registration. The scholarship is awarded on a one-time basis only.
